This term we will be learning about what happened after the Iron Age with the invasion of the Romans.
Our enquiry question this term is:
How has the past shaped us?

This term, all our learning will be based around our enquiry question. In History we will be looking at the Roman Empire, looking at the Roman invasion of Britain, the rebellion led by Boudicca and what influences the Romans had on Britain. In Science we will be learning about electricity and electrical circuits, we will also be linking this to some of our DT work where we will be making a product that uses an electrical system. 
In Art we will be analysing Roman sculptures and then creating our own mini versions. 
In our English lessons we will be writing a range of genres, including writing a letter to Emperor Claudius to apply for the Roman army, as well as a biography about Boudicca. 
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In Maths we will be moving onto four-digit numbers up to 10,000 and learning how to add and subtract them.
Year 4 is an important year for times tables with the Times Table Check happening in the summer term. It is important to regularly practise your times tables and use TimesTable Rockstars as often as you can!
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Reading Journals
Please ensure you are reading with your child at home at least three times a week if possible, regular reading will improve your child’s reading skills. Recording when they have read at home in their reading journals means I can see how much they have been reading at home.
