Our enquiry question for this term is based around science; How do astronauts stay in space? 
As part of our learning, we will be thinking about the impact of forces on the world around us. We will also be learning about the Sun, Earth, Moon, and the rest of the solar system. As part of our enquiry learning, we will be carrying out some investigations. Once we have evaluated our findings, we will be trying to learning create new investigations based upon our findings.
In English we will use a number of quality texts including Cosmic, Phoenix and Hidden Figures. We will be writing biographies about some people linked to our enquiry learning. We will be using both texts to help us engage in our writing and will be producing some fiction and non-fiction writing of our own. We will continue to focus on developing our reading and comprehension skills whilst trying to develop and broaden our vocabulary. 
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In Maths, we will be focusing on our knowledge of area and perimeter, using concrete, pictorial and abstract concepts to help us. 
We will then move on to multiplication and division before we begin our learning on fractions. Please ensure that you help yourself with your own learning by making sure you have a secure knowledge of your times tables – this will be particularly useful when we are learning about fractions. In all elements of our Math’s learning, we will be developing our skills and knowledge and will focus on some aspect of problem solving and reasoning. 
We will also be spending time working on our confidence in explaining our ideas and using mathematical vocabulary.
