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Our new enquiry question for the Spring term is “What lies beyond?”. We will be learning about the four countries that make up the United Kingdom and where they are located on the map.

We will be linking our enquiry to our learning in art by looking at the colours used within the England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland flag. The children will be identifying both the primary and secondary colours used within the flags. We will be using different tools within our art to recreate each flag.
