Our enquiry learning for this term is a history driver. The question we will be considering throughout our learning is; 



As part of our learning, we will be investigation the period of British history that looks at Anglo-Saxons and Vikings. We will learn about how the Anglo-Saxons came to settle in Britain and how the Vikings and Anglo-Saxons later fought against each other.
In English we will use a number of quality texts including Beowulf and Anglo-Saxon boy. 
We will be writing explanation texts about the Anglo-Saxon invasion and will also be writing some stories based in that historical period. We will continue to focus on developing our reading and comprehension skills through using fiction and non-fiction texts in our reading lessons, whilst also trying to develop and broaden our vocabulary.  
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In Maths, we will be focusing on our knowledge of place value to one million, using concrete, pictorial, and abstract concepts to help us. Times tables will be part of our daily routine. In all elements of our Maths learning, we will be developing our skills and knowledge and will focus on some aspect of problem solving and reasoning. We will also be spending time working on our confidence in Maths when explaining our ideas, ensuring that we are using mathematical vocabulary and that we are always trying to build on and find links with our previous learning.
